The TOEFL® test is the most widely respected English-language test in the world, recognized by more 
than 8,500 colleges, universities and agencies in more than 130 countries, including Australia, Canada,

The International English Language Testing System (IELTS) sets the standard for English language proficiency. It 
is the world's most popular language testing system with over 1.5 million candidates taking the test each year 
for education, career and immigration purposes. The IELTS test score is recognized by more than 6000 
institutions in 135 countries as a trusted and valid indicator of the ability to communicate in English.
